| always had the utmost respect for officers of the law, so for me to have took part in an event where
officers died and were injured is truly disgraceful.

I’m embarrassed by my conduct and by what | wrote in texts. | know in one text a few days after the riot
| said | didn’t regret being involved. During the plea hearing Your Honor asked me if | still feel that way
and | immediately responded, “absclutely not Your Honor,” which is still the position that | would take
without hesitation every single time.

t apologize for my actions and take fully responsibility for my conduct.
