SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF SUPERVISION

While on supervision, you shall abide by the following mandatory conditions, as well as the standard conditions of
supervision, which are imposed to establish the basic expectations for your conduct while on supervision. The mandatory
conditions include:

1. You must not commit another federal, state, or local crime.

2. You must not unlawfully possess a controlled substance.

3. You must refrain from any unlawful use of a controlled substance. You must submit to one drug test within 15 days of
placement on supervision and at least two periodic drug tests thereafter, as determined by the court.

4. You must make restitution in accordance with 18 USC §§ 3663 and 3663A or any olher statute authorizing a sentence of
restitution,

The Court authorizes supervision and jurisdiction of this case to be transferred to the United States District Court for the
Southern District of Ohio.

You shall comply with the following special conditions:

Location Monitoring - The Court Imposed a sentence of 24 months probation. The defendant is ordered to serve the first 2
months of that sentence in Home Detention. The defendant must remain at home at all times, except for employment,
religious activities, medical appointments (which include his mother's and son's medical appointments), and legal
obligations. The defendant is ordered to complete 100 hours of community service.

You will be monitored by the form of location monitoring technology indicated below for a peried of __ 2. months,
and you must follow the rules and regulations of the location monitoring program.

You are restricted to your residence at all times except for employment; education; religious services; medical, subslance
abuse, or mental health lreatment; attorney visils; court appearancas; court-ordered obligations; or other activities as
pre-approved by the officer (Home Detention).

You are restricted to your residence al all times except for medical necessities and court appearances or other activities
specifically approved by the court (Home Incarceration).

Community Service - You must complete 100 hours of community service within months. The probation
officer will supervise the participation in the program by approving the program. You must provide written verification of
completed hours to the probation officer.

You are ordered to make restitution to the Architect of the Capitol in the amount of $500.00. The court determined you do
not have the ability to pay interest and therefore waives any interest or penalties that may accrue on the balance.
Restitution Obligation — You must pay the balance of any restitution owed at a rate of no less than $100 each month and
provide verification of same to the Probation Office.

The Prebation Office shall release the presentence investigation report to all appropriate agencies, which includes the
United States Probation Office in the approved district of residence, in order lo execute the sentence of the Court.
Treatment agencies shall return the presentence report to the Probation Office upon the defendant's completion or
termination from treatment.
