Undersigned counsel has discussed with the defendant his
right to demand a speedy trial. He understands that he has that
right but agrees to this motion to continue, and wishes to
exclude the time from this date until the proposed new date
pursuant to the Speedy Trial Act, 18 U.S.C. § 3161 ('"Speedy Trial
Act") as that best serves the interests and ends of justice and
outweighs the interests of the public and Defendant in a speedy
trial to allow time to review any additional discovery, hold one
hearing for both status and arraignment on the superseding
indictment, and negotiate a possible resolution.

WHEREFORE, we pray that this Motion be granted.
