6.  You must allow the probation officer to visit you at any time at your home or elsewhere, and you must permit the probation ofTicer to
take any items prohibited by the conditions of your supervision that he or she observes in plain view.

7. You must work full time (at least 30 hours per week) at a lawful type of employment, unless the probation officer excuses you [rom
doing so. If you do not have full-time employment you must try to find full-time employment, unless the probation officer excuses
you from doing so. If you plan to change where you work or anything about your work (such as your position or your job
responsibilities), you must notify the probation officer at least 10 days before the change. If notifying the probation officer at least 10
days in advance is not possible due to unanticipated circumstances, you must notify the probation officer within 72 hours of
becoming aware of a change or expected change.

8. You must not communicate or interact with someone you know is engaged in criminal activity. [f you know someone has been
convicted of a felony, you must not knowingly communicate or interact with that person without first getting the permission of the

9. If you are arrested or questioned by a law enforcement officer, you must notify the probation officer within 72 hours.

10. You must not own, possess, or have access to a firearm, ammunition, destructive device, or dangerous weapon (i.e., anything that was
designed, or was modified for, the specific purpose of causing bodily injury or death to another person such as nunchakus or tasers).

I'l. You must not act or make any agreement with a law enforcement agency to act as a confidential human source or informant without
first getting the permission of the court.

12. If the probation officer determines that you pose a risk to another person (including an organization), the probation officer may
require you to notify the person about the risk and you must comply with that instruction. The probation officer may contact the
person and confirm that you have notified the person about the risk,

Drug Testing - The defendant must participate in drug testing, including random drug testing, to determine if he has used
prohibited substances. The defendant must not attempt to obstruct or tramper with the testing methods.

Substance Abuse Treatment - The defendant must participate in an inpatient or outpatient substance abuse treatment
program and follow the rules and regulation of that program. The United States Probation Officer will supervise the
defendant's participation in the program, and it may determine that it may be delivered as part of the mental health

treatment that is also going to be a part of this sentence.

Mental Health Treatment - The defendant must participate in a mental health assessment, and treatment as directed and
under the supervision of the United States Probation Office. The defendant must comply with all aspects of the treatment
plan, including a residential placement or an outpatient placement, sessions with a qualified therapist, and compliance with
any medical regimen. The defendant must sign and execute any releases necessary to enable the United States
Probation Office to monitor the defendant's compliance with this condition.

Re-entry Progress Hearing - Within sixty (60) days of the defendant's commencement of supervision, the United States
Probation Office in the district supervising the defendant must submit a progress report to the Court that summarizes the
defendant's status and compliance with his conditions of release. Upon receipt of the report, the Court will determine if
there is a need for a re-entry hearing, which may be held by video conference.
