2. Defense counsel will file Mr. Mackrell's Sentencing Memorandum on February
14, 2024, consistent with the Court’s scheduling order.

3. Counsel seeks leave to file the Memorandum with limited redactions. Counsel
will provide chambers and the government with a copy without redaction.

4. The Court has the inherent power to seal materials submitted to it. See United
States v. Hubbard, 650 F.2d 293 (D.C. Cir. 1980); United States v. Wuagneu.x,
683 F.2d 1343, 1351 (11th Cir. 1982); Times Mirror Company v. United States,

73 F.2d 1210 (9th Cir. 1989); In re Knight Pub. Co., 743 F.2d 231, 235 (4th
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Cir. 1984) (the trial court has supervisory power over its own records and may,
in its discretion, seal documents if the public’s right of access i1s outweighed by
competing interests).

. Because the redacted portions contain sensitive information, counsel moves to
seal those portions.
