You must not own, possess, or have access to a firearm, ammunition, destructive device, or dangerous weapon (i.e., anything that was
designed, or was modified for, the specific purpose of causing bodily injury or death to another person such as nunchakus or asers),
Y ou must not act or make any agreement with a law enforcement agency to act as a confidential human source or informant without
first getting the permission of the court.
