AMENDED JOINT MOTION TO CONTINUE REVOCATION HEARING

On February 9, 2024, U.S. Probation for the District of Columbia alleged that the
Defendant, Daniel Johnson, committed three violations of his supervised release conditions. See
ECF No. 86. The defendant concedes the second violation for possession of alcohol and the
government agrees to dismiss the defendant’s third violation for failure to notify U.S. Probation
of his arrest in Iowa on state criminal charges. The parties have reached an agreement on a
stipulation of facts covering the defendant’s first violation. That stipulation and accompanying
exhibits are attached.

Based on the above, the parties respectfully request that the Court vacate the evidentiary
hearing scheduled for August 19, 2024, and schedule a final revocation hearing at the Court’s
earliest convenience. The parties are not available to appear in-person on July 8-10, July 15-19,
July 24, August 13, or August 15-16.
