UNITED STATES® MOTION FOR LIMITED UNSEALING

The United States respectfully submits this motion for limited unsealing of the February
14, 2023 plea hearing transcript in this case. The defendant, Daniel Rodriguez, has noted an appeal
from his conviction, see ECF No. 207 (Appeal No. 23-3120). The transcript of the plea hearing
on February 14, 2023, has a short, sealed portion. The defendant will seek an unsealing order from
the Court and has asked the government’s position on unsealing. Without seeing the sealed
portion, the government is unable to state its position. The court reporter will not release the sealed
transcript to the government without an unsealing order. Accordingly, a limited unsealing order
that allows the government access to the sealed version of the transcript would allow the
government to respond to the defendant’s request.

For the foregoing reasons, the United States respectfully moves the Court for a limited
unsealing of the February 14, 2023 plea hearing transcript, to allow for the government to review
the transcript.
