DEFENDANT’S MOTION TO CONTINUE RESPONSE TO MOTION

Defendant Daniel Shaw was sentenced on March 17, 2023 to 10 days’ incarceration and 24
months of supervised release. At sentencing, undersigned counsel objected to the firearm prohibition,
citing the Supreme Court’s decision in New York State Rifle & Pistol Ass’n, Inc. v. Bruen, 142 S. Ct.
2111 (2022). The Court accepted counsel’s argument and did not impose the restriction, but invited the
government to brief the issue if it wished. The government filed its motion on March 24, 2023.

Pursuant to District of Columbia Local Criminal Rule 47(b), opposing motions must be filed
within 14 days of date of service or at such other time as the Court may direct. Undersigned counsel
has multiple upcoming briefing deadlines and is preparing for trial in another case in the Northern
District of California, and therefore respectfully requests that the response deadline be continued two

extra weeks, to April 21, 2023.
