Defendant shall take medication as prescribed by any physician, psychiatrist, or health-carc provider. Defendant shall not take medication
that is not prescribed to him.

Defendant may not access the Internet, directly or indirectly (through devices belonging to others, or in public spaces).
Defendant shall not access or utilize internet-capable devices, including a cell phone.

All internet-capable devices, including those of family-members residing with Defendant, shall be password protected. Defendant shall
not be provided the password to any of these devices.

Defendant must submit computers (as defined in 18 U.S.C. § 1030(e)(1)) or other electronic communications or data storage devices or
media, in his home or used by those family members residing with him, to a search. Defendant must warn any other people who use these
computers or devices capable of accessing the Internet that the devices may be subject to searches pursuant to this condition. A pretrial
services officer may conduct a search pursuant to this condition only when reasonable suspicion exists that there is a violation of a
condition of supervision and that the computer or device contains evidence of this violation. Any search will be conducted at a reasonable
time and in a reasonable manner.
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ADVICE OF PENALTIES AND SANCTIONS

TO THE DEFENDANT!
YOU ARE ADVISED OF THE FOLLOWING PENALTIES AND SANCTIONS:

Violating any of the foregoing conditions of release may result in the immediate issuance of a warrant for your arrest, a
revocation of your release, an order of detention, a forfeiture of any bond, and a prosecution for contempt of court and could result in
imprisonment, a fine, or both.

While on release, if you commit a federal felony offense the punishment is an additional prison term of not more than ten years
and for a federal misdemeanor offense the punishment is an additional prison term of not more than one year. This sentence will be
consecutive (/.¢., in addition to) to any other sentence you receive,

It is a crime punishable by up to ten years in prison, and a $250,000 fine, or both, to: obstruct a criminal investigation;
tamper with a witness, victim, or informant; retaliate or attempt to retaliate against a witness, victim, or informant; or intimidate or attempt
to intimidate a witness, victim, juror, informant, or officer of the court. The penalties for tampering, retaliation, or intimidation are
significantly more serious if they involve a killing or attempted killing.

If, after release, you knowingly fail to appear as the conditions of release require, or to surrender to serve a sentence,
you may be prosecuted for failing to appear or surrender and additional punishment may be imposed. If you are convicted of:

(1) an offense punishable by death, life imprisonment, or imprisonment for a term of fifteen years or more — you will be fined

not more than $250,000 or imprisoned for not more than 10 years, or both;

(2) an offense punishable by imprisonment for a term of five years or more, but less than fifteen years — you will be fined not

more than $250,000 or imprisoned for not more than five years, or both;

(3) any other felony — you will be fined not more than $250,000 or imprisoned not more than two years, or both;

(4) amisdemeanor — you will be fined not more than $100,000 or imprisoned not more than one year, ot both.

A term of imprisonment imposed for failure to appear or surrender will be consecutive to any other sentence you receive. In
addition, a failure to appear or surrender may result in the forfeiture of any bond posted.
