 UNOPPOSED MOTION TO CONTINUE SENTENCING

4. The parties have conferred and would propose setting the sentencing in 

this matter for a date during the week of September 5, 2023, or anytime thereafter.  

 WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, the Defendant respectfully requests 

that this Honorable Court continue sentencing in this matter to a date during the 

week of September 5, 2023, or any other time convenient for both the Court and the 

parties.
