MOTION TO CONTINUE STATUS HEARING
AND TO WAIVE TIME UNDER THE SPEEDY TRIAL ACT

Defendant, through undersigned counsel Nathan 1. Silver, II. Esq.. (“counsel”) appointed
by this Court under the Criminal Justice Act, moves the Court to continue the status hearing from
November 30, 2022, at 12:30 p.m.. for a period of no fewer than two (2) weeks. consistent with
the Court’s calendar and the government’s availability, for the following reason.

The defendant’s father died on November 8, 2022. The defendant advises that he and his
family are preparing a memorial service for the defendant’s father, to be set at the end of
November or the beginning of December. The defendant is involved in the planning of the event
and of course wishes to attend. Traveling from California, defendant’s residence, to Washington,
D.C. and then returning would interfere with, and possibly prevent, his being able to continue
helping with preparations and attending the event itself.

The defendant has attended in person, showing great respect to the Court, all status
hearings in this case, including those held before undersigned counsel was appointed by this
Court to replace previous counsel. Counsel raised with his client the possibility of making an
exception in this instance. The defendant, however, feels very strongly about appearing in
person, and 1s not prepared to waive his right to do so and appear remotely. It is, of course. the

defendant’s prerogative, not counsel’s, to appear in person or by teleconference (VTC).
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For these reasons, the defendant moves the Court to continue the status hearing for a
period of no fewer than two (2) weeks. consistent with the Court’s calendar and the government’s
availability.

Counsel has advised the government by email of the defendant’s plans to seek a
continuance. The defendant is filing this motion in short order, on a Saturday, as the status
hearing 1s set just four actual and two business days from the date of the hearing.

Defendant’s counsel, not having received a response, makes no representations as to the
government’s position, nor does he impute to the government any laxity in responding.

The defendant submits that if is in the interests of justice for the Court to continue the
hearing, acknowledging that it is the defendant’s personal situation that has prompted this request
and that this need outweighs the interests of the public and the defendant in a speedy trial.

The defendant therefore asks the Court to so find and respectfully moves the Court to toll the
running of time under the Speedy Trial Act between Nov. 30, 2022, and the date of the next court
hearing’. The defendant waives that time under the Speedy Trial Act.

A proposed Order is attached.

WHEREFORE, the defendant respectfully moves the Court to grant said relief.
