“With an improper purpose and to engage in conduct knowingly and
dishonestly with the specific intent to subvert, impede or obstruct the
official proceeding.”

This language is taken from U.S. v. Friske, 640 F.3d 1288, 1291 (11th Cir.
2011). The 10th Circuit has likewise adopted this definition from the 11th Circuit.
