JOINT PROPOSED STATEMENT OF THE CASE AND VOIR DIRE QUESTIONS

The parties, by and through their undersigned counsel and in compliance with this
Honorable Court’s Pretrial Scheduling Order (ECF No. 48), respectfully submit their joint
proposed statement of the case and voir dire questions.

The parties agree on the content of the joint filing, with the exception of proposed voir dire
questions 28, 29,! and 30. The government objects to these questions on the ground that they
infringe on potential jurors’ right to privacy. The defense maintains that these questions are no
more invasive of privacy than other consensus questions, including but not limited to questions
25, 26, and 32, and that the format of the Court’s voir dire—with responses delivered at sidebar
and obscured by the “husher”—allays any privacy concerns. The defense further maintains that

these questions are targeted to elicit relevant information that will assist the parties in selecting an

impartial jury.
