DEFENDANT’S REPLY IN SUPPORT OF MOTION TO
MODIFY CONDITIONS OF RELEASE (ECF No. 77)

The government claims that Clayton Mullins has “demonstrated a fendency toward
violence and a willingness to impede and obstruct the right and lawful function of government.”
Government’s Opposition, ECF No. 79 at 3 (emphasis added). This proposition is belied by their
failed attempt to wrest his liberty. They tried to detain him pretrial based on risk of flight and
obstruction of justice under 18 U.S.C. §§ 3142(f)(2). See pleadings at ECF No. 6 & 8
(21-mj-233-RMM). Chief Judge Howell summarily rejected this attempt on March 2, 2021. See
Minute Entry on that date denying Government’s Motion for Review and Appeal of Release
Order (no memorandum opinion issued); release order at ECF No. 11 (21-mj-233-RMM).

To be clear, the government did not seek detention based on proof that my Client
committed a crime of violence (18 U.S.C. §§ 3142(f)(1)(A)) because no such evidence existed.
And still does not.
